THE NEED


Santa Rosa de Ayora has a population of 1050, with over 100 children younger than four years old, and 100 children between the ages of five and fifteen.  Most adults from Santa Rosa de Ayora work in the flower industry in the neighboring Cayambe area. The current community nursery is small and understaffed, and as a result only about 30% of the children under age four in the community are able to attend the nursery. Thus, most of the children in the community are left unattended at home, as their parents must work full-time to support the family.








THE RESPONSE


Our present goal is to build a 2,000 square foot building to serve as a new nursery for an underprivileged community in Santa Rosa de Ayora in Ecuador.  The new nursery is designed to increase the available area of the current nursery by more than 270%. This new, larger community-owned nursery would benefit both individual families as well as the community as a whole by providing a place for children to live and learn during the day.  Since Santa Rosa is also located in a high seismic risk zone, we also plan to utilize earthquake resistant confined masonry in our design.











THE FUTURE


The overarching goal of the project is to foster a long-term relationship with the community of Santa Rosa de Ayora and help address concerns about their quality of life. Currently, we are addressing the need for a nursery within the community.  Beyond the construction of a nursery, we intend to address other issues raised by the community, including concerns over proper garbage disposal and regular water supply. Through our public health surveys, we try to keep an up-to-date account of the community’s needs, and thus, we will be able to continually serve the community in the future and eventually, teach sustainable practices that will help them to provide for themselves.
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
